I. The deadline for embassies o send lists of candidates on scholarships is 1/8/2024. 2. Students should meet all thE cQnditions that make them qualifled to Join the Acadernic prograrns on which they wilt be nominated on a scholarship at The Egyptian Uníversitles. 3. Students register via the EG'i AI0 scholarship portal in accordance with the rules governing It. 4. Students pay"100 $" registn tion fees for reviewing their documents which are attached on the e•platform 

5. The deadline for applying for scholarships on the e-platform is 15/9/2024 6. A student who has already al plied through the electronic platform "Study in Egypr since the previous years at his own exg ense and has been enrolled ín the university rnay not receive a scholarship only in some excr ptional C/Mês and after -the approvalof the competent authority. 7. The new student who appliec through the e-platforrn Study in Egypt at his own expense and was accepted can apply via tt e EGYAID scholarship portal. 
8. The procedures for enrolling tudents on scholarships are taken until the security approval of theír stecties is issued, while t ie scholarship is cancelled for the student in case of security refusal. 

9. Eath country's quota of 25% i. allocated to students applying for scholarships in the medicai sector and top faculties excep . (nursing - physiotherapy engineering cornputer sciences). For the scholarshitia (Cultural Exct ange and Subcomtnittee for international students Ministry of Foreign Affairs) 
10. Students who have been nomiaated for scholarships have the right to be admitted at The Egyptian Universities in regula • departments only and in case of enrolling thern ín a special program with expenses, they have to pay the tuitlon fees for this like any student who are studying the sarne program at :heir own expense. 
Il.. The scholarshIps approved are distributed to all universities in Egypt, according to the capacity of each university and the perc mtage of students admitted at thelr own expense. 12. Students who are approved by the Office of the Prealdency cannot be nominated for scholarships or apply for exemption orreduction In fees and tuition charged to international students in foreign currency ex :ept for scholarship of the Egyptlan Agency of partnership for Development -Ministry of Fore.3n Affairs. 
13. Universities shall inform the Ce itral administration for intematíonal Students Affairs about students who are brought from their countries on cultura! programs and agreements, Nile Basin scholarship, European Union pr ijects and any scholarships offered by entities other than the Ministry of Higher Education scl olarships , training courses at universities' Arabic language centers or any shert-term traini ig. In addition to copies of students' passports for approaat by the competent authority. 
14. Scholarship students from Africa n countries (Anglophone-Francophone) are exempt from tuition fees In language ciepartments in faculties at Egyptian governmental universitles programs, in 



accordance with the decision of the Supreme Council of Universities on 19/8/2017. but they are 
not exempt from the fees of 1 he private courses in the language departments at any faculity 

15. University scholarship cannot be converted into a postgraduate schoiarship, and vise versa 
16. Scholarships for the current a :adernic year cannot be postponed for the following academic 

year in accordance with the sa holarship regulation for the international students. 
17. The scholarshíp is cancelled if :he student is not benefitted from it in the year of the 

nominatíon, and is not replacE d by another student. 
18. The student on the scholarshii shali pay the school expenses due for the years of failure. 
19. The authorities concerned nor iinate a multiplier number of students on scholarships (basic and 

reserve) so that the Central ad ninistration for international Students Affaìrs can choose the 
most suitable for these scholai 5hips accordlag to the number specified in the program and 
financial condítions. 

20. A committee is established by r lecision of the Minister of Higher Education and Scientific 
Research to establish the rules adrnlssion to scholarships. 

5cholarship Registration CondítIons 

1. The student who has been riorr "nated for the scholarship for the university year 2024/2025 is 
academicaUy superior and mee s the minimumrequirement (70% in undergraduate level and an 
estimatíon in postgradu lte levei). 

2. Maximum age (19 university grz des • 26 years rnaster's degree - 32 doctorates). 
3. Submitting a research proposal br graduate students. 
4. Submltting the docurnents requ red for registration 
5. Writing a good personat statemi nt. 
6. Provide two fetters of recommer dation with contact details (phone emaii) to communicate 

with them when needed. 
7. submit curriculum vitae 
8. Organize an offline personal inte view for those initlalty setected by the Evaluation Committee. 

For students applying for the Arab tangi age CuJtural Center: 

1. Students should be able to pass t ie fírst levei as a beginner 
2. Age limit frorn 19 to 26 
3. Organize a determlnatlon exam v a onfine or in person for the student at the center. 

Basic standards for choosing between ap alicants/candidates for sehotarships 

1. Priority for those with the highest grades 
2. Priority for applicant for scholarsi-  ip only (without applying at private capacity expense). 
3. Priority for younger age. 
4. Priority for those who olatain theit High School Certificates from their countries. 
5. For postgraduate studies priority i for those who have approval to study from an Egyptian 

university, or a foreign uníversity lith a hlgh ranking. 



Reasons for cutting or reducing the sa holarship (unless the student has a compelling excuse approued 

by the faculty Board): 

1.. If the student is rejected by th ? security authorities 

2. Do not regularly enroll in the iaximum subjects in each semester and according to the 

specialization requirernents. 

3. Student's failure or if he can't 3chieve the required academie grade (good). 

4. The student who failed should pay 100% of the expenses for the following year. 

5. A student with a lower than ade "good" pays 50% of the school fees for the following year, 

the full scholarship resumes if the student achieves grade "good" the year after the scholarship 

is cut. 

6. if the student is sentenced to ; felony or misdemeanor offence against honor. 
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
